Keep an open mind when checking out an online service. Judge it bases on what it offers and how it meets your needs - not in comparison to what you're used to using. (It takes a couple of sessions to shake preconceived notions of what an online service 'should be'.)

4.  Eventually, we're all going to be interlinked, no matter which service we use, in what DIALOG'S Richard Ream calls a 'network of networks'. Until then, most of us have to go to more than one service to find everything we need.
