A historic and
defining feature of social work is the profession's focus on individual
well-being in a social context and the well-being of society. Funda-
mental to social work is attention to the environmental forces that
create, contribute to, and address problems in living.

Social workers promote social justice and social change with and on
behalf of clients. "Clients" is used inclusively to refer to individuals,
families, groups, organizations, and communities. Social workers are
sensitive to cultural and ethnic diversity and strive to end discrimina-
tion, oppression, poverty, and other forms of social injustice. These
activities may be in the form of direct practice, community organizing,
supervision, consultation, administration, advocacy, social and political
action, policy development and implementation, education, and re-
search and evaluation. Social workers seek to enhance the capacity of
people to address their own needs. Social workers also seek to pro-
mote the responsiveness of organizations, communities, and other
social institutions to individuals' needs and social problems.

The mission of the social work profession is rooted in a set of core

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values. These core values, embraced by social workers throughout the
profession's history, are the foundation of social work's unique pur-
pose and perspective: service social justice dignity and worth of the
person importance of human relationships integrity competence.

This constellation of core values reflects what is unique to the social
work profession. Core values, and the principles that flow from them,
must be balanced within the context and complexity of the human
experience.

There are disadvantages and advantages of educating children and
young disabled people in separate schools. A girl with restricted
movement in one side tells how the cruelty of other girls in school led
her to ask if she could attend a special school. She says that in the
special school:

It was much easier to make friends and I didn't feel an outsider any
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more. Everyone had a disability and no one was self-conscious about

it. They treated each other as human beings and you could be friends

with anyone.

This young woman is however aware of her loss of contact with the

outside world. Another woman who suffered from a disease called

brittle bones tells of her isolation until she went to a boarding school

for girls with disabilities. Here she learnt the joy of sharing doubts and

fears.

If people with a disability are to lead a full life in the community, prac-

tical help and support are needed. These services are provided either

by health authorities or by local social services departments. Services

provided by local authorities can vary from area to area but are likely

to include the following: of daily living and organize aids and adapta-

tions for the home;

Africans Are Ready for Bold Change, With Help

We at the World Bank and the International Monetary Fund regard
debt relief, especially for the poorest countries, as crucial to our mis-
sion of alleviating poverty. We have been working with national gov-
ernments to develop comprehensive poverty reduction strategies,
drawing on the experience of civil society groups, as well as donors, in
their preparation, to ensure that money goes where it is most needed.
We recognize that we have more to do. In the coming months we will
be supporting countries in their efforts to use debt relief for poverty
reduction. In particular we hope to see debt relief extended to coun-
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tries emerging from civil conflict and trying to put themselves back
together again.

The World Bank has committed half a billion dollars to fight AIDS, and
will commit more once that is spent. At the same time, in line with
African proposals to reduce conflict in the region, we will be moving
swiftly to cut assistance to aggressor countries.

We will step up our work with African governments to build an ena-
bling environment for private investment, both domestic and foreign,
which is so important for economic growth and poverty reduction. We
will respond to leaders' requests to help build their capacity through
technical assistance and training on a larger scale.

The fight against poverty requires courage, commitment and sus-
tained effort. It requires new partnerships and a spirit of cooperation.
It will succeed only if it is based on a strategy designed by the affect-
ed country itself. Governments, together with their people, must be in
the driver's seat.

We have great expectations. With Africans themselves insisting on
leaders who govern for the good of people rather than for them-
selves, the sharply disappointed experience of the last 40 years can
become a thing of the past.

This will be all the more possible if the international community mobi-
lizes behind African countries willing to work for the benefit of their
people.
